If	a	household	wishes	to	dispose	of	
more	than	one	tree,	they	will	need	to	have	pickup	scheduled	with	Ray’s	and	there	will	be	a	fee.		
	
Live	Christmas	trees	can	be	dropped	off	at	the	following	Boone	County	locations.	Residents	are	encouraged	to	utilize	
GreenCycle	as	trees	taken	to	GreenCycle	will	be	turned	into	mulch.	Trees	must	be	bare	(no	plastic	bag,	no	tinsel,	no	
ornaments,	no	decorations,	no	twine).
